Santiago de Cuba, February 6 (RHC)-- More than 150,000 people have visited the Santa Ifigenia
Cemetery in Santiago de Cuba to pay tribute to Cuban Revolution leader Fidel Castro at the monumental
rock safeguarding his remains.

Yudy Garcia Delis, administrator of the Santiago cemetery told the press that since December 4, when
the site was opened to the public, no less than 2,000 visitors a day, Cubans and foreigners alike, have
arrived there to pay their respects and express gratitude to the revolutionary leader, who died on
November 25th at the age of 90.
