China reports 13 new coronavirus
cases

Beijing, July 20 (RHC)-- China on Sunday said another 13 confirmed cases of coronavirus have been
reported in the northwestern city of Urumgqi, raising the total in the country’s most recent local outbreak to
at least 30, AP news agency reported.

An additional three cases were brought into the country from overseas, increasing China's total number of
confirmed cases to 83,660 with 4,634 reported deaths.

Despite the Urumgi outbreak, China has just 251 people remaining in treatment for COVID-19, according
to the National Health Commission.

Another 151 people were being monitored in isolation for showing signs of having the virus or for testing
positive without showing symptoms. At least 23 of those asymptomatic cases were in Urumgi, although
China does not include those in the numbers of confirmed cases.
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
