Cuban President to participate in
Eurasian Economic Supreme
Council meeting

Havana, May 20 (RHC)-- The First Secretary of the Party Central Committee and President of the
Republic, Miguel Diaz-Canel Bermudez, will participate in the meeting of the Supreme Eurasian
Economic Council, to be held in videoconference format this Thursday.
