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Havana, August 31 (RHC/PL)-- Cuban President Miguel Diaz-Canel today congratulated via Twitter the
first Cuban champions in the Tokyo 2020 Paralympic Games -- jumper Robiel Yankiel Sol and sprinter
Omara Durand.

Shortly after Sol's success came that of Santiago's Omara Durand in the 400 meters, thus adding the
second gold medal for Cuba in the race, and the sixth in her fruitful sports career.

"Our champion, Omara Durand, flew again on the track and achieved her sixth gold medal in a
Paralympic Games. What a great girl you are! And we will surely go for more in Tokyo 2020.
Congratulations,"” said the head of state.

The Cuban sprinter will return tomorrow to the track of the new Olympic Stadium in Tokyo, where she will
compete in an elimination heat and the semifinal of the 100 meters, an event in which she also defends
the title she won first in London 2012 and then in Rio de Janeiro 2016.
