Havana, October 30 (RHC)-- The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Cuba and President of the Republic, Miguel Diaz-Canel reiterated this Sunday the humanist and solidarity
vocation of our country with the peoples who resist and are faithful to their history, anywhere in the world.
