Manuel Marrero meeting in Ciego de Avila



Havana, January 6 (RHC)-- We live in different times and we need to do different things.  We cannot enter
2023 doing more of the same, said Manuel Marrero Cruz, Cuba's Prime Minister.   During a meeting in
Ciego de Avila, headed by Miguel Díaz-Canel, President of the Republic, the Cuban premier called for
setting concrete goals and indicators with the municipality at the center of everything.
