Holguin hosts National Blitz
Chess Championship

Havana's Dylan Berdayes, and Villaclare's Jerzy Jesus Perez and Elier Miranda will play against each
other.

The latter dominated the qualifying stage along with Ermes, both with six points, and should be among

those who offer more resistance to the members of the national pre-selection, "seeded" directly in this
defining stage.
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
