
Cuban president calls for
participation in march on
Saturday in support of Palestine 

Havana, February 29 (RHC)-- Cuban President Miguel Diaz-Canel reiterated today the call to the people
of the island to participate in the world mobilization in support of Palestine on Saturday, March 2nd.

Through his account in X, the president said that in all provinces and in Havana they will take to the
streets in solidarity with that brotherly people and to condemn the holocaust that Israel intends to provoke
in Rafah.
