Caracas, June 9 (RHC)-- Venezuelan President Nicolas Maduro affirms that "to defend the right to peace,

we have to win by knockout on July 28th," reiterating to building a powerful movement with a view to the
presidential elections.

From the Girardot municipality, in the state of Aragua, and before a massive gathering of people who
came out to support him, the Venezuelan president affirmed that "Aragua has the original spirit of the
Liberator Simén Bolivar" and ratified that "1x10 is the guarantee of peace in Venezuela.



The Bolivarian leader urged Venezuelans to mobilize through 1x10, ahead of the presidential elections on
Sunday, July 28. “We have to do 1x10 in the family, with the neighbors (...) they organize the 1x10 for
me to knock out the fascist right on July 28th. “Venezuela has to continue moving forward!” said the
president.
