Caracas, November 19 (RHC)-- The president of Venezuela, Nicolas Maduro, has endorsed the Alliance
against Hunger and Poverty, after the approach of the Brazilian president Lula da Silva at the Group of
Twenty (G20) Summit, which takes place in the city of Rio de Janeiro.
