Havana, February 1 (RHC)-- The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of
Cuba and President of the Republic, Miguel Díaz-Canel, ratified this Friday his country's commitment to
the fight for global balance, in line with the legacy of the National Hero José Martí (1853-1895).
