The second place in the competition went to the Grand Master of the eastern province of Santiago de

Garcia in memoriam chess palace in this city.

The local International Master Roxángel Obregón, won the bronze medal and made her best historical
performance in these competitions despite losing today to Grand Master Yaniela Forgas, in a King's
Indian attack.
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
