
Sam Nujoma Meets with Cuban
First Vice President

Windhoek, March 21 (RHC) -- The founding
father of Namibia, Sam Nujoma, held talks
with Cuban First Vice President Miguel
Diaz-Canel, who visited the African nation
to attend celebrations for national
independence and the inauguration of new
president Hage Geingob.
