
Vietnamese President Truong
Tan Sang Invited to Visit Cuba

Hanoi, July 1 (RHC) –- The Special Envoy of Cuban President Raul Castro, Alejandro Castro Espin, has
conveyed an invitation to visit Cuba to Vietnamese President Truong Tan Sang.

The Vietnamese president hosted a reception for the Special Envoy in Hanoi on Tuesday, June 30th,
where he affirmed the determination of the Vietnamese Party, State and people to work closely with their
Cuban counterparts to further strengthen the comprehensive cooperation between the two nations.
