
Latin American Movements
Celebrate Anniversary of Assault
on the Moncada

Havana, July 27 (RHC)-- Latin American social movements, personalities and solidarity organizations with
Cuba evoked the 62nd anniversary of the attacks on the Moncada and Carlos Manuel de Cespedes
barracks and highlighted the example of resistance and rebellion of the Cuban Revolution.
