
Namibian President Concludes
Official Visit

Havana, September 17 (RHC)-- The President of the Republic of Namibia Hage Gottfried Geingob
concluded on Thursday his official visit to Cuba, aimed at strengthening bilateral cooperation ties.

During his stay, the African dignitary met with his Cuban counterpart, President Raúl Castro, and also
toured several places of scientific and economic interest.
