Venezuelan Lawmaker
Denounces Coup Plots by Right-
wing Sectors

Caracas, January 28 (RHC)-- Diosdado Cabello, Deputy of the Venezuelan National Assembly for the
United Socialist Party of Venezuela (PSUV) has denounced new coup plots by right-wing sectors.
