Havana, September 27 (RHC)-- Cuban First Vice President Miguel Díaz-Canel held official talks Monday
in Havana with Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Lesotho Dr. Pakalitha Bethuel Mosisili, who is here on a
state visit that runs through Thursday, September 29th.

The two dignitaries reviewed the state of bilateral ties and discussed international issues of common
interest.

Prior to his meeting with Díaz-Canel, the Lesotho premier paid tribute to Cuban national hero José Martí
at the memorial built in his honor at Havana's Revolution Square.
