
Cuban President Receives
Venezuelan Foreign Minister

Havana, February 2 (RHC)--Cuban President Raúl Castro received Venezuelan Foreign Minister Jorge
Arreaza, who is currently on a working visit in the Cuban capital, the first leg of a tour of several countries
of Latin American and the Caribbean.
