
North Korea would stop nuclear
tests to hold talks with United
States

Pyongyang, March 6 (RHC)-- North Korea says it will stop testing its nuclear weapons in order to hold talks
with the United States. North Korean officials made this promise on Tuesday to South Korean officials, who
had traveled to the North for a rare visit with North Korean leader Kim Jong-un.  It was the first time in 10
years that South Korean special envoys traveled to Pyongyang.

On Tuesday, the North Korean officials also said it would be willing to relinquish its nuclear weapons
program if the military threats against North Korea are resolved.  The two countries also set the date for a
high-level summit in late April.

U.S. President Donald Trump has repeatedly made contradictory statements about whether he’d be willing
to engage in talks with North Korea and its leader Kim Jong-un.  Trump has also repeatedly threatened to
deploy nuclear weapons against North Korea, severely escalating the threat of nuclear war.
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
