
Cuba and Mexico´s foreign
ministers meet

Mexico City, May 15 (RHC) Mexico´s Foreign Relations Secretary, Marcelo Luis Ebrard received his
Cuban counterpart, Bruno Rodriguez Parrilla, who is currently paying a working visit to the North
American nation.

Prensa Latina news agency reports that during the encounter, the two diplomats ratified the positive
status of bilateral relations, and committed themselves to further boost them.
