Wearing awhite Home Club jersey with the number 34 on the back, retired by the Boston Red Sox as
homage, and black plants, Ortiz entered the field as the crown received him with a standing ovation.

Later on, when the game began, Ortiz sat on the first row, on a side of the Home Club dogout, and gave the
jersey to akid who was sitting a couple rows back.

In late July this year, the television channel ESPN reported that Ortiz had been checked out from the
