Randy Linares Rodriguez (# 21): 10-game
suspension.

Holguin:

Emmanuel Chapman Ayon (# 99): One-year
suspension.

Pedro Almeida Tamayo (# 12): One-year
suspension.

Osday Silva Hernandez (# 3): 3-game suspension.
