Caracas, June 29 (RHC)-- The president of Venezuela, Nicolds Maduro, ratified on Monday his solidarity
with the struggle of the Colombian people who have been mobilized for two months against the neoliberal
policies of the government presided by Ivan Duque.

He also recalled that on Saturday the 45th massacre registered in that country so far in 2021 was
denounced, "but according to these media, in Colombia there is a democracy and an exemplary
government.”

Likewise, he stressed that there is a popular rejection that exceeds 80 percent against Duque and former
President Alvaro Uribe Vélez. "Today marks two months of continuous protest by the Colombian people
against the mafia in power."
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
