“Japan, as the only country to have been hit
by nuclear weapons during a war, it is our mission to continue to make an effort to realize a world free
from nuclear weapons.”

Ahead of the annual Peace Memorial Ceremony in Hiroshima, Palestinian rights protesters gathered to
condemn the presence of Israel’s ambassador to Japan amid the war on Gaza.

Protesters chanted: “Israel is not welcome here in Hiroshima.”
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
