
Cuba and Venezuela Conclude
Review of Joint Cooperation
Projects

Caracas, July 3 (RHC) -- Cuba and Venezuela concluded today the Ninth Meeting for Analysis and Improvement of Cooperation Projects between the two nations, held in Caracas every three months.

After several days of assessment, both delegations determined which programs should be terminated and
those that should continue in sectors such as transport, agriculture, trade, oil, mining and social missions.
