
Cuban Cardinal Jaime Ortega
Says Cuba and U.S. Are on
Promising Road

Havana, August 15 (ACN-RHC)-- We are
starting to take a road that is very
promising, said Cardinal Jaime Ortega, top
Cuban Catholic Church figure, after the
flag-raising ceremony at the U.S. embassy
in Havana.

Speaking about the renewal of diplomatic
relations between the two countries, the
Cuban Cardinal said: “What we are
witnessing today is a historical event.”
