Cooperation

Managua, October 20 (PL-RHC)-- Working groups from Brazil and Nicaragua met in Managua on Monday for cooperation projects focused on agriculture, public health, gender equity, water and sanitation.

According to official media, the meeting was attended by the director for Latin America of the Brazilian
