
CELAC Analyzes Political
Mission to Verify Definitive
Ceasefire in Colombia

New York, February 8 (RHC)-- The Community of Latin American and Caribbean States (CELAC) is
currently analyzing details to set up a political mission to verify the definitive ceasefire in Colombia, once it
is implemented by the government of President Juan Manuel Santos and the Revolutionary Armed Forces
of Colombia-People's Army (FARC-EP).

Monday's closed-door meeting at the UN headquarters in New York, was attended by Jeffrey Feltman,
UN Assistant Secretary for Political Affairs.

Representatives from the 33 CELAC member states stressed the importance of achieving peace for
Colombia and for the entire region, which was declared by CELAC a Zone of Peace.
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
